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Winston Churchill Boer War letter is up for sale 
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A letter scribbled by Winston Churchill after he was captured during the Boer War is up for sale.

The future PM, then 24 and working as a journalist, wrote the note at a prisoner of war camp in November 1899. He later escaped.

Richard Davie, of International Autograph Auctions, said: "It is history combining the Boer War and the man who had an impact on two world wars."

The note and another written in 1900 should together fetch up to £8,000 at a West London auction.
